llegal activities in cyberspace can result in criminal prosecution. Such activities include
unauthorised access to someone’s computer, sending viruses, harassment and copyright
infringement. Someone found guilty of copying, distributing or supplying child pornography could
face imprisonment, steep fines, and permanent loss of any computers or other equipment.
