Slide 1: Introducing Safer Internet Day
· Safer Internet Day is celebrated around the world in more than 140 countries. ​
· The theme for this year’s Safer Internet Day is “Together for a better internet”.

​Slide 2: Imagining a Better Internet - Classroom discussion
· What is the internet?
· What do you like doing on the internet?

Slide 3 & Slide 4:
Class activity:​ Split the class into groups, ask them to come up with ideas and then share them with the class:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]What are some things we can do to make sure we’re safe when we use the internet?

Slide 5 & Slide 6: Making friends online
· Have you ever made a friend online?​
· How do you tell if the person you’ve met online is really who they say they are?​

Slide 7 & Slide 8: People aren’t always who they say they are online
· It’s easy for people to pretend to be someone else online. ​
· If you’re using online games or other online platforms it’s important to be careful when speaking to someone new.


Slide 9 & Slide 10: What to do if someone says something mean, upsetting or uncomfortable​
· You should talk to an adult you trust if someone is doing something that is making you feel uncomfortable or upset online. ​
· Some ideas of people you might want to speak to could be, your mum, dad, grandparents, teacher or another trusted adult.​

Slide 11: Ok to share?
Classroom discussion:
You have taken a photo of your friend and you want to share it online, but your friend feels embarrassed about it. What should you do?

Slide 12 & 13: Ask for permission before sharing
· Before you share an image of someone else online, always ask their permission.​
· If you don’t like a photo that someone has posted of you online it’s ok to ask them to remove it.
