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Secondary Student Presentation – Slide Notes

Slide 1: Introducing Safer Internet Day

· Safer Internet Day is celebrated around the world in more than 140 countries. ​
· The theme for this year’s Safer Internet Day is “Together for a better internet”.

​Slide 2: Imagining a Better Internet - Classroom discussion
· What do you think is good about the internet right now?​ 
· What could be made better about the internet? 

Slide 3 & Slide 4: Class activity:​  

Split class into groups and ask them to think of one idea for making the internet a safer place.​

Slide 5: 
Class discussion
· Have you ever seen people disagreeing online in a way that wasn't respectful?​ 
· What tips would you give a friend who was disagreeing with someone online?​ 

Intro to Netsafe's tips:​ 

· We all have times when we see someone say something online that we disagree with or feel strongly about. ​ 

· When you care a lot about something it can be hard to know how to talk to someone about it without things getting overly heated.​ 

· Here are a few tips on ways to disagree respectfully online.​
Slide 6 & Slide 7: Stay calm
· Take a breath and take a moment to think about whether you want to reply. ​ 

· Even if the other person is getting angry or aggressive you don’t have to respond the same way. ​ 

· If you do want to send a response, get up and give yourself a couple of minutes before hitting ‘post’ – sometimes we can say things in the heat of the moment that we regret.​
Slide 8 & Slide 9: Don’t get personal 

· Calling someone names or putting them down never helps to make a situation better. ​ 
· Instead of saying “That’s a stupid idea” you could try “I don’t agree and this is why…”​ 
Slide 10 & Slide 11: Use “I” statements

· Rather than focusing on the “you” (which can be interpreted as being argumentative) sometimes it’s safer to focus on yourself and how a comment made you feel. ​ 

· “That comment made me feel upset/disappointed because…” 

Slide 12 & Slide 13: Listen to their point of view 

· When you’re disagreeing with someone online take the time to acknowledge you have read and tried to understand their point of view. ​ 

· Being a good listener is a way to show that you respect and understand another person’s perspective. ​ 

· If you’re being respectful to someone else, then it means they are more likely to treat you the same way – even if you both disagree on something.​ 

Slide 14 & Slide 15: If things go too far

· Remember you can always end an argument if it feels like it’s gone too far. ​ 

· If you need help with how to do this you could talk to a friend, parent or other trusted adult or you can contact Netsafe by texting ‘Netsafe’ to 4282.​ 

Slide 16: 
· Classroom discussion:​ 
· How do you tell the difference between banter and bullying?​ 

· What's the best way to tell if a joke is friendly or intended to be mean?​ 

Intro to Netsafe's tips:​ 

· It isn’t always easy to tell the difference between banter and bullying. ​ 

· Having a laugh with your friends is a normal part of most friendships, but how do you know when something has gone too far?​ 

· Netsafe has put together some tips to help make it easier to spot the difference.​ 

Slide 17 & Slide 18: Is there only one person in on the joke? 
· If you, or someone else, are the only person in on the joke then this might be a sign that the joke is more bullying than banter. ​ 

· Good banter is about a back and forth exchange, not a one-way-attack on another person.​ 
Slide 19 & Slide 20: Is the joke embarrassing, shaming or insulting? 

· A bit of friendly teasing is one thing, but if your banter intends or has the effect of embarrassing or shaming a person then think twice before you say it.​ 

Slide 21 & Slide 22: Is the joke about someone’s gender, religion, sexuality, race, ethnicity or disability? 

· There are some things that it’s best not to joke about. ​ 

· Making fun of personal or sensitive parts of someone’s identity is going beyond banter and towards bullying. ​ 

· Do your best to stay clear of anything that you know the other person may feel sensitive about.​ 
Slide 23 & Slide 24: Has the person let you know (or are they acting like) they don’t like it? 

· Banter is only fun if both sides are in on the joke together. ​ 

· If the person who the joke is aimed at seems uncomfortable or has asked you to stop, take that as your cue that the banter may be about to cross the line into bullying.​ 

Slide 24 & Slide 26: 

Classroom discussion:​ 

· Discuss what students can do if they need help with something online. ​ 

· Discuss what the processes are at your school for online incidents.​ 
Slide 27: Contact Netsafe

Netsafe has a free service to help people who are being bullied or are worried about something that’s happening online. You can contact them seven days a week for free and confidential support. 

Slide 28 & Slide 29: 

Classroom activity:​ 

· Divide the class into pairs to discuss ways to make the internet a better place:​ 

· Making the internet a better place starts with all of us. ​ 

· What's one thing you think you can do to try and make the internet a better place this year? (discuss with your partner).​
